Step One: Students should create or re-write their work as a word processed document or txt file.
Step Two: Fill out the permission form by clicking on the link that appears in this step. Once you have filled out the form, save it as a document to your word processing program and name it.  Permission Release Form
Step Three: Attach the permission form and the student writing to an email and send to SABES@necc.mass.edu.  (Please note that this email address is to be used only for Four Winds submissions.  If you have any questions, please contact Deborah Gray at her phone or email noted in the introduction.)

Easy as One-Two-Three: If your submission has been received, you will receive an automatic response via email.  Teachers will be notified whether or not a student’s submission has been accepted for publication.  We anticipate making decisions and sending notification by or before the first week of May.
Late Submissions:  If submissions are received after FEBRUARY 15, 2008, they will be considered for the following year’s edition (2009) of Four Winds.
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
